Meetings Monday 
 Lampasas County Commissioners will meet on Monday at 9am 
for a regular session. The agenda includes business concerning bids 
for road work materials, and racial  profiling reports from law               
enforcement in the area.  

There is a utility installation permit request to install a 4” water 
line to provide water to Cottonwood Mesa Subdivision The line is 
proposed to cross under CR 3270, by means of boring under the 
road 36” deep from bar ditch to bar ditch.  

There will also be an update on the Jail project.  

Lampasas County Commissioners will then have a called 
meeting at 1:30pm to take care of some business items.  This 
agenda will include discussion, consideration, and possible ac-
tion on Departments Heads, and  an EMS/Ambulance Service 
presentation by LifeGuard Ambulance Service.  

There will be an update on courthouse hours,  as well as an             
update on the Jail Project.  

Lampasas City Council will meet in special session at 5:30 pm 
to discuss litigation with the Kempner Water Supply Corp., an 
update on the search for a Fire Chief, the council’s work plan, 
discussion regarding a sex offender’s residency ordinance and 
the council’s workshop format.  

In regular session at 7pm, there will be the City Manager’s            
operational report, and a resolution expressing support for the 
Spring Ho festival.  There will also be discussion and possible 
action regarding the following:  

*an amendment relating to the abandonment of streets, alleys, 
and right-of-ways

*funds to repair one of the city’s fire engines
