The High yesterday 78°     The Low this morning 65°  
Today:  Only a 20% chance of rain today, otherwise mostly cloudy 
with a high near 80° and SE wind 5-10 mph. The SE wind will be light 
at 5-10 mph. 
Tonight: A 30% off and on rain chance overnight, with S-SE wind             
10-15 mph and a low of about 70° by morning.  
Wednesday: A 70% chance of rain, possibly up to a half inch of it, 
and possible storming. Otherwise it could get up to 80° and the wind 
will be south at 10-15 mph.

District Court Notes 
Lampasas Courthouse was the stie of a 27th District Court  Docket Call 
on May 3rd 2019. Presiding over the court was 27th District Judge John 
Gauntt.  

Altogether 36 cases were brought to the court, 24 of them involved men 
and 12 were women. On the charge of  possession of a controlled sub-
stance less than a gram, Bailey Carr of Rowena and Latisha Charity of 
Killeen failed to appear and warrants were issued. On a theft of firearm 
charge, Brandon Zirkle of Leander also failed to appear and a warrant 
was issued for him.  

There were 20 cases involving possession of a controlled substance 
PG1.  Cases involving less than a gram totaled 14, there were 3 cases for 
possession of 1-4 grams, and 3 cases for possession of 4-200 grams. 
There was one case involving possession of marijuana over 4 ounces but 
less than 5 lbs, one case of DWI with felony repetition and one case of 
hindering apprehension or prosecution of a known felon.  

There was one felony case for theft of a firearm, one for burglary of a 
building, and  one Forgery case was handled.  

Crimes causing personal harm included 3 assault cases and one case of 
injury to a child/elderly/disabled w/intent to cause bodily injury. There 
was one stalking case, and two cases of indecency with a child by             
sexual contact.   

Of the 36 cases presented to the court, 3 of them were settled with Troy 
Kennemer of Lometa, on a charge of aggravated assault  of a household 
member,  being sentenced to 2 years deferred adjudicated probation plus 
a $2000 fine, costs & fees. Rex Eicher of Lampasas was sentenced to 3 
years deferred adjudicated probation plus costs & fees on a charge of 
assault on a family or household member with impeding breathing or 
circulation. For the charge of possession of a controlled substance  PG1 
more than 4 grams but less than 200 grams, Donnely Frank Richey  of 
Lampasas was sentenced to 9 months in State Jail with credit for time 
served plus costs & fees

to pay for what the state would spend in both (1) and (2) above. It’s 
pointed out of course, that it is a regressive tax, theoretically causing 
people to purchase less and bad for business. It’s also pointed out that 
the tax increase would fall hardest on the lower income population.  

This is all pretty hard to figure out, and Texas, according to Wal-
letHub, is already the overall 11th highest tax rate state of the 50. 

Here’s the crucial part. If the Legislature agrees on its actions in (1) 
and (2) above, then passes on a bill to raise the sales tax - subject to a 
vote of the people on a Constitutional Amendment…the voters will 
have little choice but to pass it in November. Where else would the 
money come from to pay for what the Legislature has spent?  Think 
about it.
