Meetings Coming Up 
Lampasas City              
Council will hold a 
meeting on Monday, June 
8th, at 5:30pm in the City Council Chambers. 

In the workshop session the council members will discuss the 
Central Texas Water Alliance meeting that was held on May 
14th, 2026. There will be discussion regarding tentative budget 
workshop dates and times.  

The regular session will begin with the 2026 Juneteenth                  
Celebration Proclamation. Trisha Eicher will be recognized for 
her 10yrs of employment as a custodian/maintenance worker. 
There will be a public hearing regarding a request to rezone 
property known as 2032 S US Hwy 281. Another public          
hearing will be held over a request for a preliminary plat of the 
Saddle Ridge Subdivision out of and part of the James Easley 
survey abstract 185. 

On the consent agenda, they will discuss zoning regulations 
pertaining to smoke/tobacco shops.   (more on back) 

The Weather

Today: A 20% chance of rain is predicted after 4pm.  Partly 
cloudy day is expected, with a high near 87.

Water News - Texas sees contractions 
The Texas Water                 
Development Board 
posted the most recent 
map for conditions as of 
May 26th. The map 
shows a return to the 
weekly drought                
contractions as        
predicted in the last 
update. Since then, 
widespread areas of 
East and South Texas 
experienced one               
category of                          
improvement. Up in the panhandle, there was a mixture of                  
improvement and degradation.  

Conditions are 57% now and were 65% a week ago. The US  
Seasonal Outlook for conditions through August anticipate more 
contraction in drought and improvements across Texas. The   
return of the El Nino could bring more drought relief to Texas this 
fall and winter. 

Lake Stillhouse is 100% full as of Today and Lampasas County 
still remains in no drought. 
Lometa Traffic Enforcement 
The City of Lometa Police Department released their 
traffic enforcement report for May. They conducted a 
total of 198 traffic stops between May 1st and May 
31st. These stops resulted in 274 violations. 

Speeding 11-15 Miles Over: 33 stops, which represents 16% of 
all violations. Speeding 16-20 Miles Over: 49 stops, making up
