Education Funding 
Governor Greg Abbott yesterday announced the State of Texas 
will invest an additional $123.3 million in federal funds to                                 
support education. The final allocation of the Governor's                                        
Emergency Education Relief (GEER) funds comes to the state 
through the Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental                        
Appropriations Act (CRRSAA). This distribution brings the total 
to more than $362 million in GEER funding for higher education 
through the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board 
(THECB) and $67.5 million for public education since the 
COVID-19 pandemic began.

There were 2,462 DUI-alcohol related traffic crashes in Texas                       
during the holiday season of December 1, 2020 through January 1, 
2021. Those crashes killed 93 people and seriously injured another 
215. 

Drinking and driving is 100% preventable and can have serious 
physical, emotional and financial consequences that can last for 
years. A DWI incident can hurt or kill someone, devastating the 
lives of victims and survivors forever. It can also cause significant 
and expensive legal issues, create difficulty finding or keeping a job 
and bring a lifetime of regret. 

There are many sober ride options available. Designate a sober 
driver, call a taxi, use a rideshare service, stay put, call a friend or 
family member, or use mass transit to ensure you don’t                                  
drive impaired.
