Lampasas County Offices  will be closed Friday the 24th and                    
Monday the 27th, reopening the 28th. However, some offices are 
closing early so call and check before you go.  
As far as the banks go, BancorpSouth will be closing Friday at 
12:00pm, closed Saturday and reopening on Monday. First State 
Bank of Burnet will be closing at noon Friday,  and closed                    
Saturday. First Texas bank will be closing at noon on Friday the 
24th and closed Saturday.

Coronavirus Update  
Statewide, according to the DSHS, there were 8,796 new and 1325 
probable new cases on December 22nd, along with 85 deaths. There 
were also 3,304 Texans in the hospital with Covid-19. Locally, the 
DSHS dashboard for cases shows 9 new confirmed cases in                       
Lampasas County on December 22nd, and 49 confirmed cases in the 
last 14 days.  The state estimates Lampasas County to have 60                        
active cases at this time.  

Tree Trimming Time  
The City of Lampasas has contracted with McCoy Tree Surgery to 
implement a Tree Trimming Program around City Electric Lines.  
This program began on December 20th, and will be completed 
about mid-February. 

The First area to be trimmed is 1st Street to Nix Road from Steele 
to Porter.  The Second area to be trimmed is 1st Street to 7th Street 
from Samac to Porter. The Third area to be trimmed is Naruna Road 
from Howe to South HWY 281 and on Howe from Naruna heading 
north.
