The Weather  
High yesterday was 37°  The low this morning was 33° That high 
of 37° above was only for a minute. For all but 4 hours of the past 
24 it was below 35°. 

Today: Mostly cloudy with a high near 45° and calm wind becom-
ing easterly. 

Tonight: Mostly cloudy with the low dropping to about 32° over-
night with slight east wind turning calm. 

Friday: Mostly sunny for a change with a high near 56° in the after-
noon and the calm turns to southerly wind at around 5 mph. Over-
night there is a chance of drizzle after midnight and mostly cloudy 
skies presiding over a low around 44° and little wind. 

The weekend: The Saturday forecast shows a 20% chance of a 
shower, cloudy skies and a high fairly pleasant at 62° at some point 
in the afternoon. The rain chance continues on Sunday but it turns 
cooler with the temperature only reaching 44° at the high as strong 
north wind arrives.                                                                         
New Year’s Eve will bring possible freezing rain and a bitter cold 
down to 21° with north wind that could gust to 20 mph-easily the 
bitterest cold we have seen this winter to date. A hard freeze will not 
thaw out on New Year’s Day it will be in the 20s, then at the high 
about 30° . And, it will get even colder Monday night, down to 
about 18°. If it can get any worse..there will be strong north winds.

As you can see by the forecast above, we have a real “norther” 
on the way.
